RECTOR’S STATE OF THE CHURCH

I Corinthians 13:1-13, our Epistle lesson today, is commonly known as the love passage. It is one of
the lessons often chosen to be read at a wedding. It is a wonderful coincidence or God moment for
me this morning that it is one of the lessons on this day that I give the State of the Church address. 1
Corinthians 13:13 says, “And now faith, hope, and love abide, these three; and the greatest of these is
love.” St. Luke’s is a place of faith and hope, but it is also very much a place of love. Love is evident
and alive here —the love of God for us, the love that we have for each other and the love that
embraces the community and the world beyond our doors.

We see love expressed in how we worship together. We see it in the care that the altar guild ,under
the direction of Jean Keplinger and Mary Jo Hazelden, takes to prepare our worship space for all of
our services. We hear it in the proclamation of the word by our lay readers guided by John
Masciangelo and Heather Randell. We see it in the welcoming expressions of our greeters and
ushers, coordinated by Bonnie Wasson and Richard Barbato respectively . We watch it in the
smallest and oldest of our acolytes recruited by Karen Keegan. We hear it in the voices of our choir.
It’s wonderful to see many of these ministries growing in participation. Thanks, new people for
joining!

Last February we said a tough good bye to Tom Elston after having been our director of music for 17
years. Several substitute organists and Mitzie Collins served us well during our interim period while
we were in the discernment and search process. In June we welcomed Anne Lam as our new director
of music. Thank you, Anne, for the many wonderful gifts that you bring to St. Luke’s through your
organ playing and skill at working with the choir and other musicians. You are a terrific addition to
our staff!

Nearly every week our lay eucharistic visitors, Sue Veronda, Sharon Scott, and Sue Prener along with
myself, take communion to homebound parishioners. The love of God and fellowship of this parish
gets taken into the living rooms and nursing home rooms of those who are not able to be with us.

Others also receive visits. This past year we said good bye to members, Jack Aufderheide,
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Charlie Smith, Alta Hutchings, Beryl Nesbit and Harry Luke. We remember them today with love.
Thank you to everyone who ministered to them or provided help with services or receptions in their

memory.

Our prayer chain intercessors pray for people connected to St. Luke’s on the day that they are
having surgery in half hour shifts. All day they are surrounded with the love and prayers of others.
Thank you to everyone who takes part in this ministry coordinated by Mary Jo Hazelden and Mavis
Rossborough.

In 2009 a stained glass window was given to St. Luke’s by Hunter and Bonnie Wasson in loving
memory of their parents. This window, created in the colors of the Church year, reminds us that
God is always with us in all the seasons of life. Thank you, Hunter and Bonnie for this wonderful

addition to our worship space.

We see love expressed in the time and energy that our Sunday School teachers give to their classes.
Thank you coordinators Patty Simpson and Arika Relly and all those who teach in our Seasons of the
Spirit Sunday School program. Thanks to Charlotte Donovan and Richard Barbato for your work
with our Rite 13 class and to Gary Roscoe and Carolyn Dailey for your work with our Journey to
Adulthood group. Christian education is an area where we could really use more volunteers in
2010. We need more people willing to work with our children and youth. The more people that
we have the easier it is for us to set up a rotation of teachers. Maybe you think that you could never
be a teacher. You might be surprised . You might find that you have talent for this ministry that
you never realized that you had.

Our thanks goes to Betsy MacKay, our nursery school attendant, for continuing to work with some
of our youngest members in the nursery. Parishioner Kendra Hogg helps her regularly in the
nursery. Thank you Kendra for your great volunteerism with our children.

One of Vestry goals for 2009 was to offer more in the area of adult education. Our Women in the
Bible Study group continued through 2009 and is still going strong in 2010. This group is growing
in numbers. Soon we will finish our study of women in the Bible and will pick another topic to
focus on Wednesday mornings. Your suggestions are welcome.

We have a book study group that now meets regularly. Marlene Shaddock and Richard Barbato
gave us two thought provoking sessions on Angels and Demons. Our First Light DVD series began in
November and continues through March 7.

One of the highlights of 2009 was our Lenten Series on the Dalit community of India led by Roja
Singh. Thank you, Roja, for bringing us this wonderful series! The series, of course, became the
catalyst for us to begin a companion relationship with children and families connected with St.
Peter’s English Medium School in India. We have begun providing scholarships for children to
attend the school and will be establishing pen pal relationships. A terrific Indian dinner in the Fall
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was the Kick Off for this companion relationship. Thanks to all who were Indian cooking apprentices
for this event and to all who attended.

This week, of course, our 4" — 7" grade class held a tasty fundraiser at Moonlight Creamery to raise
more money for scholarships. On February 7, Michael Haslett, the founder of the D. DeVoe
Foundation, will be with us to give an update at both services about what is happening at the school.

In the arena of outreach beyond our Church doors we also provided food for the Perinton Food Shelf,
gave gifts of money and in kind to the A Meal and More and St. Stephen’s Soup Supper Program.
We provided Christmas baskets for families in need. Parishioners gave to Episcopal Relief and
Development, UTO, Blankets of Hope, and Bethany House . We walked in the CROP Walk,
volunteered for St. Sephen’s Soup Supper and Safe Journey, tutored at School No. 9 and made quilts
for children in the NICU at Golisano Children’s Hospital at Strong. In our purchase of Equal
Exchange Coffee and other goods we were able to help provide a fair wage for people involved in
their production. We also gave loans to people in third world countries to help them establish
businesses. Ihope that we can continue to develop this ministry and have a role in economic
development in third world countries. This year, we’ll also learn more about Migrant Farm workers
on Public Policy Sunday, February 14.

Social times such as coffee hours hosted by many St. Luke’s commissions and families coordinated by
Cindy Rodman, Foyer groups facilitated by Loretta and Mike Cortash, and our Church picnic
coordinated by Wayne Shipman brought us together. In 2010 it would be great for us to find more
opportunities to just be together. With our sound equipment purchased through a grant from the
Diocese and a gift from a parishioner soon to arrive it’s time to start thinking about more coffee
houses, a talent show, a performance by Ned Singh, Joe Palomaki and their band. Once we get past
Lent it’ll be time for some rockin’ around here.

Maintaining our property is a big job at St. Luke’s. Something always seems to be in need of repair.
Thanks goes to acting property chair Wayne Shipman , to Jim Hanss for seeing to our electrical needs
and to Gary Gocek for keeping tabs on our heating/cooling system. Thanks to all others who helped
us with special projects this past year. Our sexton, Mike Harty, is always looking for ways to do his
job more efficiently and effectively for us. Looking ahead we still need to make decisions on some
lighting issues in our building, finish work on our Narthex and hallways, provide more handicapped

parking signage, and ...the list goes on. If you enjoy physical hands on projects we need you!

This year Cathy Thayer created a wonderful new St. Luke’s brochure for us to give to visitors and
use in other ways to tell people about our parish. Thank you, Cathy. AmyElizabeth Munier
continues to maintain our website. Thank you, AmyElizabeth! We need to continue to explore

more ways to invite people to join us at St. Luke’s!
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During 2009 Roja, Ned, and Eklan Singh, Emily Cobb Henry and her daughters Ella and Annie,
Thorton Wierum, T.]. and Kim Chamberlain and their son Ethan, Matt and Suzette Lontchar , Allan
Fraser, and Jan Metcalf officially became a part of St. Luke’s. Ava Lontchar, Michael Reilly, Cooper
Short, and Nicolas Munier and Connor Cuccia, grandson of Bill and Nancy Hagerman, were baptized
here. The Fischer family of Ed and Kimberly and daughters Arafel, Renee, Audrey, and Isabelle are in
the process of transferring their membership from a parish in Virginia. It’s wonderful to have all of
you here!

Our terrific secretary of nearly 9 years, Cheryl Hixon, left us in the fall to pursue full time work. We
have been fortunate to find a great new secretary, Barb Gosnell. She is learning her way through the
liturgical year with efficiency, warmth, and good humor. Just when she thinks it will be an easier
week, I throw something else her way, like the Annual Meeting Booklet. Drop by the Church office
and meet Barb if you haven’t already.

Some people at St. Luke’s see part of their calling as helping our parish to raise funds or manage funds
to enable us to keep doing ministry. Thank goodness, we have people like you around!

Our thanks goes to our treasurer, Brian Donovan, and our receiving treasurer, David Pierce, and our
Finance Commission chair Georgiana Prince. Thank you to our Stewardship Commission under the
leadership this year of Andy Rodman . Thank you money counters. We especially need more people
to sign up to be money counters since two people who are unrelated and over 21 are required to count
our contributions each week. This is an important and much needed ministry.

Thanks to Edna Schuttee, Marti St. George and the many others who continue to hold our rummage
sales twice a year, and to Suzanne Roscoe for organizing our Tea and Bling Event. In 2009, Tom and
Susan Palomaki also enabled us to have a bake sale at Lucas Greenhouses. Under the start up
leadership of Wayne Machamer with assistance from Suzanne Roscoe and David Eng, we also began a
SCRIP program to enable parishioners to purchase gift cards through St. Luke’s with St. Luke’s
earning a commission on cards sold. Thanks for taking on this new initiative. Our vestry, under the
leadership of wardens Steve Simpson and Sue Palomaki, guided us well through a challenging
economic year. We are grateful to have accomplished much and end the 2009 fiscal year in the black.
I’ve appreciated retiring warden Steve Simpson for his prompt, thoughtful response to issues, kind
spirit and good humor. Special thanks also goes to outgoing vestry members Charlotte Donovan,
Wayne Machamer, and Jeff Berry for your great three years of service.

At the end of 2009 we and many other parishes got a great Jubliee gift from our Diocese. Around
$61,000 of our combined mortgage and capital campaign loan was forgiven by the Diocese. $61,000
of our debt was wiped out. Gone. The interest rate on our remaining loan was reduced from 5% to
2.5%, and the number of years to potentially pay off the loan was extended. Brian Donovan will

provide more details about the impact of this action on our 2010 budget.
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For the past several years, we have presented a deficit budget at the annual meeting. We will
present a deficit budget again this year but it will be less of a deficit than in the past few years. We
have never ended a fiscal year in the red, and I am confident that we will not end the 2010 fiscal year
in the red either.

The Jubilee gift from our Diocese has taken some of the pressure off of our budget. It has lifted it. I
try not to worry too much about money in the parish. I do ultimately believe that God will provide.
I’ve found that in my personal life and Ive always found it in the parish. Thave to admit though,
that [ breathe a little easier, and I step a little lighter with less debt and a lower interest rate for our
parish moving forward. The hope of the Diocese is that their Jubilee gift to us and to other parishes
will open up more possibilities for mission and ministry. That is my hope for us as well.

Moving forward in 2010, we can enhance the music that we bring to worship. We can add to our
education program. We can continue to grow our companion relationship with the children and
families of St. Peter’s English Medium School in India. We can expand our involvement in
ministries in Fairport, Rochester and in other parts of our Diocese. We can continue to grow in
love which .. .bears all things, believes all things, hope all things, endures all things. Love never
ends.”

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STEWARDSHIP

For the last decade (or two...) St. Luke’s has always taken a wholistic approach to stewardship, in
that it represents our response in faith to all that has been entrusted to us. Therefore, stewardship
includes our contributions of time and talent as well as treasure to further the work of the church.
That said, it is also a clear fact that St. Luke’s relies heavily on the faithful donations of pledges and

offerings in order to meet the needs of the Parish.

The data from St. Luke’s Stewardship Campaign for 2010 indicates that in the face of challenging
economic times, St. Luke’s parishioners faithfully responded with their gifts of treasure. Below is a
summary of the pledge data for 2010 vs 2009:

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WORSHIP

The Worship Commission meets before the start of each church season to coordinate activities of the
committees that facilitate Sunday, holiday and other services. Dave Eng stepped down as Worship
Commission chair in 2009 when he was elected to the vestry. Gary Gocek is the current chair.

The commission includes the Altar Guild, acolytes, ushers, greeters, lectors and musicians.
Representatives from the 8 am service and 10 am service, along with the chairperson, rector and
music director attend the meetings.

Most details are left to each committee. For example, the Altar Guild cleans the linens each week and
there is generally no discussion. However, details such as rector or organist vacations are discussed in

order to ensure smooth operations.

In 2009, an interim music director, Mitzi Collins, took over for several weeks from Tom Elson. A
new choir director, Anne Lam, was hired over the summer. The hiring process involved a music
related survey of the congregation and interviews. The music survey also led to a substantial change to
the Christmastime scheduling of services and events, such as the pageant. We decided to subscribe to a

service for licensing service music not included in the hymnal.
